There are many difference compositions of fiberglass and plastics that when formulated together create material which in some cases is as strong as metal. 'A' Glaze has been tested on most compositions including GRP and can be successfully applied to metal. 'A' Glaze has been tested on most compositions including GRP and can be successfully applied to marine craft giving ultimate protection against the general build up of pollution and the consequential discoloration that is the mariners nightmare. 'A' Glaze is also the ideal protection for all painted surfaces, stainless steel and chrome.
1) Clean the boat throughly, ensuring that the surface is totally renovated.
2) Once the boat has been properly washed and dried, it is necessary to prepare the surface using the 'A' Glaze Marine Surface Preparation. Apply the surface cleaner sparingly using the microfiber cloth supplied working the product into the surface.
3) Using a clean, soft cloth, apply 'A' Glaze Marine Surface Sealant to the area to be sealed, using a tight circular motion and the same pressure as one would use to polish a car. On each section take time to ensure that the entire surface is completely and evenly covered.
4) When the application is complete should there be any streaking use a damp cloth and then a dry cloth to wipe over the smears and produce a clear, shiny finish.
As the composite of the hulls may differ and some are more porous than others, for a permanent long lasting seal, we recommend that the above instructions be repeated, allowing the product to completely dry between applications.
PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING:
1) A Glaze marine surface sealant spreads a very long way and should be used very sparingly.
2) Your boat may be used immediately after applying A Glaze surface sealant, as the product dries very quickly, however A Glaze marine surface sealant takes four days to completely cure properly. During this time it is important that no form of polish or detergent is used on the treated surfaces.
3) A Glaze marine surface sealant bites into the sub-straight of the treated area, soaking in approximately 5/7 microns, therefore filling the pores completely and forming a smooth, solid seal on the outer surface.  This ensures that future maintenance and cleaning is at least 75% easier, eliminating color fading and providing a positive seal that guarantees lasting protection.
4) A Glaze marine preparation can also be used for on going maintenance and the removal of any stubborn stains or marks that are not easily removed with wash 'n' shine shampoo. A quick polish with 'A' Glaze marine preparation will wipe away any unwanted blemishes. 'A' Glaze marine surface preparation will in no way damage the glazed surface but a further light coat of 'A' Glaze marine surface sealant may be necessary to ensure that the surface continues to be fully protected.
5) If the surface of your vessel has been damaged by the sun and appears dull in color, it will be necessary to use a cutting compound such as 'A' Glaze pre cut on it before applying the preparation and sealant. You may also find more than two coats of 'A' Glaze surface sealant are required.

For complete safety 'A' Glaze marine surface sealant should not be applied to any walkway surfaces.
